Turners Hill Arts Festival 2011

1.
Exhibition

1a.
The exhibition will be open to the public from 11.00 am to 5.00 pm Friday 18th and Saturday 19th November.  A preview evening will be combined with the Poetry Recital evening on Thursday 17th November and a small private function will take place on the evening of Friday 18th November.  

1b.
Exhibits (ie paintings, sculptures etc forming part of the display) will remain in place until 5.05 pm on Saturday 19th November, whether or not they have been sold.  
1c.
Exhibition staff will be present throughout the opening hours of the exhibition.  Out of hours the venue will be securely locked.

1d.
Whilst every effort will be made to ensure the safety of art work, exhibitors should be aware that the Turners Hill Arts Festival cannot be held responsible for any damages which may occur. 

2.
Finance

2a.
No fee will be charged for hanging paintings or the display of craftwork, but a commission of 10% will be taken from all sales.

2b.
For stallholders:  it is the stallholder’s duty to keep careful notes of what has been sold and to give 10% of all sales to the Accounts Office at the end of each day.  The Accounts Office reserves the right to ask for a tally of sales at any point during the day.

2c.
For artists of paintings, sculptures and textiles forming part of the exhibition:  all sales of work will be made through the Accounts Office.  Purchases must be made by cash or cheque only.  The Accounts Office will forward artists a cheque for the total amount of sales less 10% once the purchaser’s cheque has cleared satisfactorily.  (Names, addresses and identification of all purchasers will be taken)
2d.
The price of each item of artwork displayed in the exhibition must be clearly stated on the Exhibitor Form (which must be returned to the organisers) as it will be included in the Exhibition Brochure which will be prepared in advance of the exhibition.

2e.
A Bid Box system will operate:  would-be purchasers can offer bids for any exhibits which remain unsold at the end of the exhibition.  We will pass on the details of the bid, but acceptance of any such bid will be at the sole discretion of the artist.

3.
Exhibits and Attendance

3a.
Paintings:  we are keen to keep the exhibition as varied as possible.  This year we are limiting the number of paintings to five per artist.  Paintings must be framed and hooked ready for hanging.  Artists are not required to attend the exhibition – but are of course most welcome to do so.
3b.
Sculptures:   sculptures will be limited to six per artist.  Sculptors of work which forms part of the exhibition are not required to attend the exhibition, but are of course most welcome to do so.

3c.
All artists are strongly encouraged to enter work which has not be exhibited with us in the past.

3d.
Stallholders:   craftspeople will need to man their own stalls and attendance is therefore obligatory.  It is appreciated that not all craftspeople will wish or be able to exhibit on both days.  Please ensure you complete all details on the Exhibitor Form accurately, as space for displaying craftwork is at a premium.  We prefer exhibitors to bring their own tables.  We reserve the right to ask to see examples of your work before the exhibition to ensure a good variety of craftwork on both days.
4.
Delivery of Art and Craftwork
** Please note that this year we are operating two time slots for deliveries.  Please indicate your preference on the exhibitor’s form.  Alternative arrangements may be possible by prior agreement. **
4a.
Paintings:  all paintings should be brought to the Church either between 2.30pm and 4.00pm or 6.00pm and 7.00pm on Wednesday 16th November or between 11.00am and 1.00pm on Thursday 17th November so that hanging can take place on the afternoon of Thursday 17th November.  

4b.
Sculptures and free-standing exhibits:  these should be brought to the Church on either Wednesday or Thursday.  Please contact the organisers to arrange a mutually suitable time for delivery.
4b.
Craftwork:  all craftwork should be brought to the Church Hall between 9.15 am and 10.15 am on Friday 18th November and/or Saturday 19th November.  

4c.
Cards/Prints:  see Exhibitor’s Form Section 6 for new arrangements.

5.
Collection of Unsold Art and Craftwork

5a.
Exhibition Items:  as stated in para 1b. above, all items in the exhibition must remain in place until the end of the exhibition, at 5.05 pm on Saturday 19th November.  All unsold items must be collected by 6.00 pm on Saturday 19th November.  Alternative arrangements may be possible by prior arrangement.
5b.
Stall Items:  all stalls must remain stocked and manned until 5.05 pm on both or either day(s), or at the discretion of the organiser.
